Each student has the 
opportunity to teach a topic from the 30-hour general 
industry curriculum.   
 
Upon successful course completion, the student will be 
authorized as an OSHA General Industry Outreach Trainer.  
This authorization is effective for four years. 
 
Prerequisites for this class are OSHA 511 and five years 
of general industry safety experience.
