in OSHA Standards for Construction

health outreach program to their employees and other
interested groups. Special emphasis is placed on those
topics that are required in the 10- and 30-hour programs
as well as on those most hazardous, using the OSHA
Standards as a guide.

Participants are briefed on effective instructional
approaches and the effective use of visual aids and
handouts, and engage in practice teaching modules.
Each student has the opportunity to teach a topic from
the 30-hour construction curriculum.

Upon successful course completion, the student will be
authorized as an OSHA Construction Outreach Trainer.
This authorization is effective for four years.

Prerequisites for this class are OSHA 510 and 5 years of
construction safety experience.

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

OSHA 510 - OSHA Standards for Construction - This course for private sector personnel covers
OSHA policies, procedures, and standards as well as construction safety and health principles. Emphasis
is placed on those areas that are the most hazardous. This course is a prerequisite for the OSHA 500,
Construction Trainer Outreach Course.

OSHA 511 - OSHA Standards for General Industry - This course for private sector personnel covers
OSHA policies, procedures, and standards as well as general industry safety and health principles.
Emphasis is placed on those areas that are the most hazardous. This course is a prerequisite for the
OSHA 501, General Industry Trainer Outreach Course.

OSHA 3010 - Excavation, Trenching and Soil Mechanics - This course focuses on OSHA standards
and on the safety aspects of excavation and trenching. Students are introduced to practical soil mechanics
and its relationship to the stability of shored and unshored slopes and walls of excavations.

OSHA 6000 - Collateral Duty for Other Federal Employees - This course introduces federal agency
collateral duty safety and health personnel to the OSH Act, Executive Order 12196, 29 CFR 1960 and 29
CFR 1910. The training enables participants to recognize basic safety and health hazards in the workplace
and effectively assist agency safety and health officers with inspection and abatement efforts.
